Yes, that means your TV will shortly be resuming normal programming and you'll have to remember to have a
break at 2pm on Sunday afternoons and watch an hour of TV and leave the lawns, the laundry and family members
to their own devices. You know, it turns into a ritual. Check the TV guide in the free local rag or on the TV, check
Speedweek or Channel 10 for rally action. Take mental note to come inside around that time. Or, if no rallying is
on, take note of the backup plan: V8 Supercars. Not that you'd really sit down and watch it but if you're working out
in the garage or the garden then it is at least good to have on the TV in the garage or while having a drink.
Personally, it's a disappointing weekend if there is NO motorsport on TV whatsoever. More time out in the garage.

My backup plan for the NO-motorsport-on-TV-routine on a weekend is a 10 DVD box set on the WRC from 1990 to
1999. Everyone needs something like this. | mean its 18 hours of motorsport footage....and it helps best if you get
the box set from your preferred 'nostalgic' generation - each to their own | say. Funnily enough as | only started
watching the WRC from 1995 onwards in the first place | have an emotional attachment to the cars, events and
lead drivers from the mid- to late- 90's era. Some of the in-car is just awesome and this was just at the beginning
of when the cars started getting really complicated and technical. A few funny things stick out.

As the years progress, the dashboards get less and less cluttered. By 1994, the Ford Escort Cosworths had
literally two tripmeters on the dashboard filling it all up. By 1998, everyone has figured out: less stuff on the
dashboard is good! The Evo's seemingly have all their fuses and circuit breakers sitting in the lower dashboard
panel. There are so many service vehicles. The mechanics look very unorganised and not working together as a
team. The cars are driven more sideways than ever before. They've got grunt and compared with the current
generation of WRCars, they must lack traction but they're certainly more flamboyant! There's two points here: the
roughness around the service crew, and the driving, make the top rally series of 1990s far more relatable to our
local, State and dare | say it ARC rallies than the current WRCars which are just out on their own. We seem to be
about 10 - 15 years behind the top guys. And | like that. It's one of the reasons that helps make rallying relatable
(just). The second point is: the basic nature of the cage is disturbing.

Put it this way: would you consider a 1999 Mitsubishi Evo 6 Lancer Group A, as driven by Tommi Makinen for
example as state of the art back then, and probably having all the best safety equipment? | did at the time. Well, it
doesn't even have a cross in the main hoop of the cage. Still didn't in 2000, nor 2001. What about Sainz bars?
The bars that help support the A pillar legs from crushing in a rollover. Even a 2001 Evo 7 WRcar didn't have
them. Conversely, the first users of the Sainz pillars were Toyota with the Corolla WRCar in 1998. They also
seemed to go with a cross of bars in the main hoop even earlier in the GT4 but they seemed to go it alone. Think
about 'club' level cars built now days. Ten years later, and every second 'Club'’ rally car probably has them,
especially if they are a relatively new build. 1find it interesting how the quality of 'Club’ level cars has improved
compared with when | started in a basic Mitsubishi GB Galant exactly ten years ago.
