I thought it might be worth having a look at our own 
constitution over the next few months so that we can reflect on 
what we do, what we should do according to our constitution 

and how our earlier members perceived the purpose and objectives of the LCCC. Our original 
constitution came into operation in May 1963 and has been amended several times since 
including the latest version in 2005. The Objects of the Club outlined below have not changed 
since that first version in 1963: 
 

1. To promote a social organization mainly of people owning, or interested in motor cars; 
2. To promote and foster the sports and pastimes of motoring; 
3. To promote and conduct motor sports events alone, or jointly with other authorised 

clubs; 
4. To promote investigations into the performance of motor cars; 
5. To safeguard and maintain the interests, rights and privileges of motorists, and to co-

operate in securing rational legislation and the formation of proper rules and regulations 
governing the use of motor cars; 

6. To collect and record statistics of events of use to motor sport; 
7. To promote and conduct, either alone or jointly with any other clubs and associations, 

dinners, balls, concerts or other entertainment; 
8. To provide a suitable club house or club rooms, and other conveniences, and to furnish 

and conduct them;  
9. To establish and support, and to aid in the establishment other associations; 
10. To buy, prepare, make, supply and sell all kinds of goods and services in connection 

with motor vehicles and motor sport.  
11. To affiliate with the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport, and to administer it’s rules 

and regulations, and to promote the objectives of the Confederation;  
12. To hire and employ persons capable or providing necessary services to the Club; 
13. To do such other lawful things as are, in the opinion of the Club, incidental or conducive 

to the above objects (and it is hereby declared that the interpretation of this clause, the 
meaning of any of the Club’s objects shall not be restricted by reference to any other 
object and that, in the event of any ambiguity, this clause shall be construed in such a 
way as to widen and not restrict the powers of the Club.)
